Annex IV

Illustrative typology of activities and outputs

1. The application forms submitted by candidates should take into account the proposed typology below to guide them to complete the logical framework attached to the call for tender in Annex I.

2. Distinction should be made between outcomes and outputs: outcomes are longer term objectives or results; and outputs are concrete results arising from activities. For instance, an academic workshop could constitute an activity that should generate certain output(s), such as a publication.  

3. With a view to establishing a common typology, Chair holders are invited to use the classification below:

Research: 

Outputs: research papers; books, journal articles; monographs; databases; policy briefs; participation in academic conferences to present research outputs, etc. 

Curriculum development:

Outputs: new and updated courses (e.g. for Master's or Diploma Programmes); new programmes (e.g. Master's); case studies for pedagogical purposes; and PHD/Master tutoring, etc.

Outreach and Events: 

Outputs: Policy seminars and conferences organized by the Chair holder; new websites and other online media sites; organization of research awards; short extension courses; workshops; brown-bag lunches and working breakfasts; roundtables; opening Chair ceremonies; and other academic events.
